Looking forward to The Feast of the Holy Trinity

Monday: Isaiah 6:1-7

Tuesday: Romans 11:33-36

Wednesday: John 3:1-17

Thursday: When Isaiah beheld the glory of the Lord, he cried out "Woe is me!" For the
sinner cannot stand in the presence of a holy God and live (Is 6:1-7). But God the Father
lifted up His Son Jesus for us on the cross, that whoever believes in Him should not perish
but have eternal life (John 3:1-15). This eternal life of Christ is given us according to the
Holy Spirit's good pleasure in Baptism. "Unless one is born (again) of water and the Spirit,
he cannot enter the kingdom of God." To sinners in fear of death, the messengers of God
place on our lips the living body and blood of Christ and speak His words of absolution,
"Your iniquity is taken away, and your sin purged.” Having received forgiveness and life
from the Father through the Son by the Holy Spirit, we join with the angels in praising the
blessed Trinity, "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts!" "For of Him and through Him and
to Him are all things, to whom be glory forever. Amen" (Rom 11:33-36).

Catechism for the Week: Table of Duties: Of Citizens Part 11

What does God’s Word say of citizens? | urge, then, first of all, that requests, prayers,
intercession and thanksgiving be made for everyone — for kings and all those in
authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. This
is good, and pleases God our Savior (I Timothy 2:1-3). Remind the people to be
subject to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready to do whatever is good
(Titus 3:1). Submit yourselves for the Lord’s sake to every authority instituted among

men: whether to the king, as the supreme authority, or to governors, who are sent by
him to punish those who do wrong and to commend those who do right (I Peter 2:13-
14).
